108.15 Clerk to contact CCC for an update on the Highways proposals (White lines on the bridge, changing the priority at the junction for Little Broughton, consultation on speed limit in Broughton)- Clerk has contacted CCC for an update but no response yet received

108.15 Clerk to contact ABC and ask for an update regarding the land for the cemetery extension at Church Meadows- Done- Update received from ABC stating that Persimmon had indicated they would be willing to sell the land to ABC but due to the fact that the land won’t be needed for circa 10 years, it is not a priority for ABC to get this land valued. 
108.15 Clerk to contact Mr K Moore to ask him for a quote for the repair works to the fence and gates at Welfare Field Playarea- Done- messages and phone conversations had between K Moore & the Clerk. K Moore agreed to undertake some small repairs to the fence/gates. Also agreed to provide a quote to replace the gates as it is Mr Moore’s opinion that they are probably nearing the end of their lifespan. Mr K Moore raised concern over how he had been treated by the Broughton PC in the past (apparently he had undertaken work when Mr P Martin had been clerk and had never been paid for the work).

109.15 Clerk to undertake preparation of a report on the relevant play area equipment, including age, date of installation etc. Clerk to speak with Playdale to enquire how the guarantee on timber is- On-going, report in progress awaiting information from Playdale- Will table report at the meeting if the information has been received if not will table it for the August meeting. 
111.15 Clerk to speak with CCC to establish if they would still be interested in transferring the quarry to the Parish Council, what liabilities would be transferred, costs, risks in terms of the underground liabilities- Email sent to CCC asset transfer officer but no response yet received
